⑩ After installation, repair, initial operation, or long periods of non operation, please carry out break-in as 

follow. Start rotating slowly and over a short period of 5 - 10 minutes, increase speed gradually until allowable 
maximum speed.

⑪ Do not disassemble, modify or attempt to repair the Attachment. Additional damage will occur to the internal 
components. Service must be performed by NSK NAKANISHI or an authorized service center.
